LANDSCAPES

A painting of a place is
called a landscape.

Draw or paint a place
from observation or
imagination.

Drawings or paintings of
locations can be inspired
by observation (looking
closely), imagination
(creating pictures in the
mind) and memory
(remembering places
from the past).

Draw or paint a place
from memory,
imagination or
observation.

A landscape is a piece of
artwork that shoes a
scenic view.

Draw or paint features
of landscape from
memory imagination or
observations, with some
attention to detail.

An urban landscape is a
piece of artwork that
shows a view of a town
or city.

Draw, collage, paint or
photograph an urban
landscape.

Art can display
interesting or unusual
perspectives and
viewpoints.

Choose an interesting or
unusual perspective or
viewpoint for a
landscape.

Imaginative and fantasy
landscapes are artworks
that usually have
traditional features of
landscapes, such as
plants, physical and
human features, but
they have been created
from the artist’s
imagination and do not
exist in the real world.

Use a range of materials
to create imaginative
and fantasy landscapes.

Perspective is the art of
representing 3-D objects
on a 2-D surface.

Draw or paint detailed
landscapes that include
perspective.

Artwork has been used
at different times and in
different cultures to
express ideas about
storytelling, religion and
intellectual satisfaction.
Similarities and
difference between
artwork can include the
subject matter, style
and use of colour,
texture, line and tone.

The work of significant
artists, architects,
cultures and designers
has distinctive features,
including the subject
matter that inspires
them, the movement to
which they belong and
the techniques and
materials they have
used.

Historical works of art
are significant because
they give the viewer
clues about the past
through the symbolism,
colours and materials
used.
